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18 killed, 9 feared dead as
monsoon wreaks havoc

GUWAHATI/KOLKATA/BENGA-
LURU/KOCHI: At least 18 people
were killed on Friday and nine
others were feared dead as mon-
soon fury swept the eastern and
southern parts of India, with
India Meteorological Depart-
ment predicting intensity of
rains remaining the same on Sat-
urday.

Experts attributed the heavy
rainfall in north eastern states,
particularly in Sikkim, western
coast of Karnataka and Kerala
since Wednesday to early onset
of monsoon coupled with
cyclonic activity in Bay of Bengal.

In Meghalaya, two people were
killed, and one death each was
reported from Nagaland and
Mizoram in landslides and flash
floods triggered due to heavy
rainfall. Disruption of power
supply was also reported from
several areas across the region.

According to an official release
from Meghalaya’s revenue and
disaster management department,
two deaths were reported on Fri-
day — one due to a landslide and
another due to drowning, both in
East Khasi Hills—and three peo-
ple were injured. Over 1,000 peo-
ple across 25 villages have been
affected in the last two days, with
damages reported to roads, power
lines, homes, and schools.

In Assam, chief minister
Himanta Biswa Sarma said that
the situation was “critical”. Many
areas in Guwahati were water-
logged, leading to power cuts,
landslides, and chaos at the air-
port. Most educational institutions
remained shut on Friday.

Sunit Das, scientist at IMD’s
office in Guwahati, said the heavy
rainfall is due to a depression over
Bangladesh.

In Nagaland, a rock fell on a
vehicle on the Kohima-Dimapur
National Highway-29 in Chii-
moukedima district at around
7.40am, killing the driver.

In Mizoram, a 37-year-old man

was killed and another injured
after a wall collapsed on a labou-
rers’ camp due to heavy rain in
Aizawl district at around 7am,
police said. According to state dis-
aster management officials, sev-
eral landslides and rockfalls have
been reported across Aizawl city,
severely disrupting traffic. A
major landslide near NH-54 com-
pletely washed away a concrete
stretch of road linking Aizawl with
the Berawtlang tourist resort.
Water supply in Aizawl has been
disrupted due to high turbidity in
the Tlawng River — the city’s pri-
mary water source.

Both Manipur and Meghalaya
have witnessed incessant rainfall
for the past three days, leading to
waterlogging and flash floods.
Many low-lying areas are inun-
dated while the water level of the
Imphal, Nambul and Nambol riv-
ers are rising close to warning
level.

In Sikkim, two people were
killed and seven more were
reported missing after the vehi-
cle they were travelling in skid
into overflowing the Teesta river
in Mangam district. The district

authorities managed to rescue
two people.

One of the deceased was iden-
tified as Itishree Jena, the Odisha
general secretary of the Bharat-
iya Janata Party’s Mahila Mor-
cha, Mangam district collector
Anant Jain said. Jena was travel-
ling with her two sons, who are
among the seven missing, Jain
said.

“All missing are feared dead,”
an officer involved in the rescue
operation said. “The search
operation had to be called off in
the evening. We will start again
at 6 am on Saturday. NDRF per-
sonnel will also join us,” Arun
Thatal, sub-divisional police offi-
cer of Chungthang, said.

K'taka and Kerala

Atleast 12 people were killed in
separate rain-related incidents
in coastal Karnataka and parts of
Kerala.

In Karnataka, Montepadavu
Kodi in Ullal taluk was among
the worst-hit areas, where a
landslide at around 4am buried
a home, killing three members of
the same family.

“The house is constructed on
a slope of the hill, and there is no
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approach road to bring earth
excavators for rescue opera-
tions. We entered the house
from the top and managed to
rescue three family members,”
said Mangaluru chief fire officer
Bharath Kumar.

Elsewhere in the district, two
fishermen drowned off the Tho-
tabengre coast after venturing
into the sea despite a ban on fish-
ing. “Today we have received
information about four deaths
and two cases of missing per-
sons,” sub-divisional magistrate
Harshavardhan said.

In a separate incident, a MES-
COM lineman, Vijesh Jain, was
electrocuted while repairing a
high-tension line in Kuvettu vil-
lage, Belthangady taluk.

In Kerala, at least six people
were killed in separate incidents,
as the state reported widespread
damages. According to agency’s
weather report, Kudulu in north-
ernmost Kasaragod district
reported heaviest rainfall of 200
mm, followed by Vadakara (Koz-
hikode district) with 190mm and
Hosdurg (Kasaragod) with
170mm. Heavy to very heavy
rainfall with strong winds is
expected in Kerala over next 24
hours.

Man who threatened Vaishnavi’s
kin arrested from Nepal

According to police,
Chavan travelled to
Raigad, Delhi,
Gorakhpur, Sonauli
and crossed Nepal
border at Bhairahawa

PUNE: Nilesh Chavan, a close
aide of the family of former
Nationalist Congress Party (NCP)
leader Rajendra Hagawane and
accused of threatening Vaish-
navi Hagawane’s parents and
others with a gun when they
went to his house in Pimpri-
Chinchwad to take custody of
her child, has been held from the
Nepal border, a police official
said on Friday.

The police nabbed Chavan
near the Indo-Nepal border after
a nine-day manhunt.

Acting on a tip-off, Crime
Branch Unit 4, Anti-Gunda
Squad and cyber cell of Pimpri-
Chinchwad police arrested Cha-
van from Sonauli in Uttar Pra-
desh on Friday morning. He will
be brought to Pune on a transit
remand and expected to land at
airport at around 2.30am on Sat-
urday.

Vishal Gaikwad, deputy com-
missioner of police (Zone 2),
Pimpri-Chinchwad police, said,
“He will be produced in the court
on Saturday.”

According to the police, Cha-
van travelled to Raigad, Delhi,
Gorakhpur, Sonauli and crossed
the India-Nepal border at Bhair-
ahawa and reached Kathmandu.
He was nabbed from a private
lodge when he returned to
Sonauli.

Vaishnavi Hagawane, 26,
allegedly died by suicide at her
in-laws’ residence in Pune’s Bav-
dhan area on May 16, with her
kin alleging that her in-laws, the
Hagawanes, and others had tor-
tured her for dowry. Her father-
in-law Rajendra was subse-
quently expelled from the NCP
after the case hit national head-
lines.
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After Vaishnavi’s death, her
nine-month-old child was with
Chavan (inset), who is close to
the Hagawane family. HT

Vaishnavi’s father-in-law
Rajendra, husband Shashank
Hagawane, mother-in-law Lata,
sister-in-law Karishma and
brother-in-law Sushil have been
arrested in the dowry harass-
ment-suicide case.

After Vaishnavi’s death, her
nine-month-old child was with
Chavan, who is close to the Hag-
awane family, the official said.

“When Vaishnavi’s parents
and others went to his house to
take custody of the child, he
threatened them with a gun. He
was booked at the time at Warje
Police Station for showing a gun.

A case under Sections 80(2),
108, 118(1), 115(2), 352, 351 (2),3(5)
of the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita
(BNS) and Sections 75, 87 of the
Juvenile Justice Act was regis-
tered at Bavdhan Police Station
against him for not taking
proper care of the child,” the offi-
cial said. “He was on the run
since. We have now held Chavan
from the Nepal border. He was
planning to escape. He is being
brought back to Pune,” said Vis-
hal Hire, DCP (crime).

GOVT TO REVIEW
WEAPON PERMITS
IN PUNE DISTRICT,
SAYS FADNAVIS

PUNE: Chief minister Devendra
Fadnavis on Friday said the
State will review all arms
licenses issued in the Pune dis-
trict over the past two years, fol-
lowing the Vaishnavi Hagwane
dowry death case, where a
license was allegedly obtained
using forged documents.

Around 600 licenses were
issued in the district during this
period.

“We will do a detailed inquiry
of weapon licences issued in the
last two years. If irregularities
are found, strict action will be
taken,” Fadnavis told reporters.

He confirmed that police are
investigating claims that police
officer Jalandhar Supekar
helped the Hagwane family
secure the license.
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We will ensure
justice is delivered.
Anyone found
interfering in the
inquiry will face
strict action.

PUNE: Two separate criminal
offences were lodged on Thurs-
day against Shashank Hagaw-
ane and his brother Sushil Hag-
awane at the Warje and Koth-
rud police stations for allegedly
using fraudulent means for
obtaining gun licences.

According to police sources,
the Hagawane brothers are
accused of submitting forged
documents and providing mis-
leading information for taking
weapon licences.

According to the police, Sha-
shank allegedly submitted
address document of flat num-
ber 203, Sargam Colony in Kar-
venagar to get licence for .32
bore pistol on December 22,
2022. However, Sagar Babanrao
Dangat, owner of the flat, said
Shashank never lived in the
house. Police have filed a case
against Shashank under Sec-
tions 177, 191, 192, 193, 417, 420
of the IPC and Sections 30 of the
Arms Act.

Sushil obtained licence for
.32 bore pistol on November 1,
2022 on the basis of address
proof of 79/1 Mokatenagar on
Paud Road in Kothrud. Police
investigation revealed that the
accused hired the flat by telling
the owner Ananta Kandhare
that due to family disputes he
and his wife are renting out the
property.

But according to the owner,
the accused never shifted to that
address but four to five people
occupied the flat for seven to
eight months and left the prop-
erty.

A case has been filed against
Sushil at Kothrud police station
under Sections 177,191,192, 193,
417, 419 of the IPC and Sections
30 of the Arms Act.

Vaishnavi Hagawane died by
suicide at her marital home in
Pune on May 16.

(7.4%) and Gross Value Added
(6.8%) growth in the March
quarter. GDP is the sum of GVA
and indirect taxes minus subsi-
dies.

Sajjid Chinoy, Chief India
Economist at J.P. Morgan, who
had projected a 6.5% and 7.5%
growth number for the fiscal
year and the March quarter, that
were closer to the actual num-
bers, had expected this variance
due to a fall in subsidies.

“But, as with several GDP
prints in recent years, the (GDP
versus GVA) outturn will need
careful interpretation, because it
will be driven substantially by a
sharp fall in subsidy payouts in
the last quarter, compared to the
previous year”, Chinoy had writ-
ten in a GDP preview research
note released on May 28.

To be sure, the March quarter
GDP numbers are not surprising
when seen in the context that
even the second advance esti-
mate of GDP released by the
NSO in February had assumed a
growth rate of 7.6% in the March
quarter while projecting a 6.5%
annual growth rate.

While fiscal consolidation has
played a role in the large gap
between GDP and GVA growth
in the March quarter, its impact
was less than in 2023-24. India’s

fiscal deficit fell sharply from
5.6% in 2023-24 to 4.8% in
2024-25, according to the provi-
sional data released on Friday.
But it is expected fall only 40
basis points to 4.4% in 2025-26.

With the larger economic sit-
uation largely unchanged
between the second advance
estimates released in February
2025 and provisional data
released on Friday, what are the
key takeaways from the disag-
gregated GDP data?

Private consumption seems
to have regained its primacy as
the growth driver while capital
formation and government
spending seem to be losing
steam. The latter is to be
expected as government capex
growth has already peaked and
fiscal consolidation is weighing
on government’s revenue
expenditure. Government Final
Consumption Expenditure and
Gross Fixed Capital Formation
lost momentum growing at 2.3%
and 7.1% in 2024-25 compared to
8.1% and 8.8% in 2023-24. Pri-
vate Final Consumption
Expenditure grew at 7.2% in
2024-25 compared to 5.6% in
2023-24.

“Consumption growth out-
paced GDP, primarily driven by
robust rural demand supported
by a strong agricultural sec-
tor..We anticipate that con-
sumption will remain robust in
the current fiscal year, buoyed

by favourable domestic factors
such as normal monsoon pat-
terns, the transmission of inter-
est rate cuts by the Reserve Bank
of India (RBI), and middle-class
income tax benefits”, Dharma-
kirti Joshi, Chief Economist,
Crisil, said in a note.

At the sectoral level, the
growth slowdown was broad
based in every sector except in
agriculture which grew at 4.6%
in 2024-25 compared to 2.7% in
2023-24. The slowdown was the
sharpest in manufacturing,
where the growth rate fell from
12.3% in 2023-24 to just 4.5%. It
is important to underline that
part of the slowdown in manu-
facturing is driven by indexation
(accounting for inflation) issues.
This is borne out from the fact
that nominal growth in manu-
facturing in 2023-24 (10.9%) was
lower than real growth (minus
inflation) and it has gone back to
being higher than real growth
(6.3%) in 2024-25.

Services, which account for
more than half of GVA grew at
7.2% in 2024-25 compared to 9%
in 2023-24. Its private compo-
nents, namely, Trade, Hotels,
Transport, Communication &
Services related to Broadcasting,
and Financial, Real Estate &
Professional Services lost
momentum.

Public  Administration,
Defence & Other Services saw a
small uptick in growth.

Kumar, Union ministers Jitan
Ram Manjhi, Chirag Paswan,
Rajiv Ranjan ‘Lalan’ Singh, Giri-
raj Singh, Nityanand Rai and
Bihar’s two deputy CMs Samrat
Choudhary and Vijay Kumar
Sinha, and ministers were also
present.

Kumar thanked him for
including caste in the decennial
census —a key demand raised by
the Bihar chief minister in 2022.
I'must salute the Prime Minister
for agreeing to the caste census.
We had been seeking it for so
long...Some parties are talking
nonsense about caste census.
While in power, they had an
opportunity which they squan-
dered,” he said.

In Kanpur, Modi made it clear
that India’s response to terror-
ism would be uncompromising
and entirely dictated by its
armed forces.

“If I may put it in Kanpuriya
style — dushman kahin bhi ho,
